The term Islamic State (hereinafter IS) has a douldkaning, and it is necessary to
determine the precise relative to the theme andeots covered in the paper.

Consequently, the particular states in their nahg® an Islamic frame such as the Islamic
Republic of Iran. Secondly, the concept of the nsta State refers to it as the terrorist
organization which, in terms of themes coveredis work.

The Islamic State is a terrorist organization ohiSextremists acting in the territory
of Irag and Syria. It is also known under the nawfabe Islamic State of Iraq and the Levant,
(ISIL)*, the Islamic State of Iraq and Greater Syria (J$i6d the Islamic State of Iraq and

1) Levant means East or East countries. Levanbiangon name for the countries which are located ast eoast of
Mediterranean Sea - Greece, Turkey, Syria, Joldgtmanon, Israel, Egypt.
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Sham (Islamic State in Iraq and al-Sham). As achasithod of operation, IS advocate and
applies jihad which is their way to identify theictions and objectives with the goals of
Islam. At the same time, this way the Islamic Stat&ying to point out need of all Islamic
world need for an all-out struggle against thedels. The methods or the program of action
of this organization cannot be whatsoever idertifigith any part, learning or belief of
official Islam. Thus expresses the utmost respectall Muslims across the globe that
practices their religion and propagates to achigveersal peace, what is original learning of
Islam. Identifying extremist ideologies or extremggoups and organizations with official
Islam carries risk and deepening the divide betwdaslims and members of other religions
around the world, especially Christians. Moreoviemay provoke a counter as identification
of terrorists and Muslims and it can influence thatslims who do not support the extreme
views start to act in this direction.

The Islamic State was initially created as a brawichl Qaeda during the occupation
of Iraq by the coalition led by the United Stathsrginafter-USA), and it’s fully expansion
was seen in the conflict in Syria. The fact thatctitrols significant territory of Syria and
Irag indicates the seriousness and potential foreang the proclaimed goals of which the
most important is the creation of a one singlenstaState and declaring the “Caliphate”.
Brutality and cruelty in actions and public exeons of Western journalists and prisoners
have influenced the popularity and increase thegpaf this organization and also becoming
growing concern in the international community. Thgnificance of IS has a transnational
character. Ideology propagated by hostility towattts US and the Western powers and all
the “infidels” is very cleverly used to attract aretruit supporters, both from the Middle East
region and from around the world. In addition, tAmet of IS is not limited to the formation
of a separate state entity only of the territorySyfia and Iraq, but also in areas that are
predominantly inhabited with Muslim population. pmactice, this means that the projected
territory IS includes large parts of Europe, Asiad &frica. Much of European countries,
directly or indirectly, are already facing a numlaérproblems which have the root in the
conflicts in the Middle East. First of all, thesethe potential threat of terrorism, compounded
with problem of the arrival of a large number ofgmaints in Europe, changes in the
demographic structure of various countries anducalltdifferences, as well as the possible
distortion of the security situation after returgnvolunteers from the ranks of IS in their home
country. It can be concluded that certain consecgef Islamic State already affecting the
creation of the security reality in the Europeatest. To act on time and response to potential
security risks and threats, it is necessary to gagaerall capacity of the state to monitor the
security situation in the Middle East and the pagssecurity implications of the territory of
Republic of Serbia. Bearing in mind the historicahtradictions of these areas, the nature of
the conflict in the former Socialist Federal Repailf Yugoslavia, the current security
situation in Republic of Serbia tainted status afls&vo and Metohija and the presence of
extremist Islamic organizations make Republic afbi&a security sensitive and suitable for
the activities of the members of the Islamic state.

Originally, the name of Islamic State was Al Qadddran, and two years later it
changed the name to the Islamic State of Iraq.h&thead of this organization, from its
formation till his death in 2006, was Abu MusabZakgawi. Abu Omar al-Baghdadi
succeeded him but was killed in 2010. Period ofmfation until 2010 was marked by the
fights of Sunni extremists against the occupyingds in Iraqg, as well as organizational and
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numerical strengthening. After the death of thelézaof the Islamic State in Iragq, Abu Omar
al-Baghdadi in 2010 and short crisis group was géwhinto, at the head of the Islamic State
in Irag comes Abu Bakar al-Baghdadi (Kan 2014).tBg start of the conflict in Syria, under
a new leader, the terroristic organization hasiedrout more terrorist attacks on Iraqi
territory directed against the ruling regime, tloewupying forces and opponents. In this period
there was a gradual divergence between the twanig&lnni Islamist terrorist organizations
in the region. Abu Bakar al-Baghdadi, 2013, decldahe Islamic State of Iraq and the Levant,
which was not favorably accepted by the leadeisl @aeda and Syrian terrorist organization
“Dzabat al-Nusra” (Kan 2014). The core of disagreretrwas the decision and commitment
of Al-Baghdadi to put under one command all Sursiarhist forces in Irag and Syria.
Different views on the ways and methods of actigaimast the United States and enemies in
the region influenced the separation of the IslaBtate in Irag from its root, Al-Qaeda. These
developments pointed to the lack of unity of Suslamists in the region.

Operation of the | lamic State since 2013

After the complexity of the security situation amite beginning of the armed
conflict, the seat of the Islamic State of Iraq #imel Levant was transferred from the territory
of Irag to the city of Ragga in Syria, after whithe members of this organization were
actively involved in the fights against the regutarian forces. Given the substantial strength,
strong discipline and good leadership under Al Rkagly, the Islamic State of Iraq and the
Levant in the short period of time conquer sigmfitterritory in the east and north of Syria
and part of Iraq where they declared Caliphate.tiBy proclamation of the Caliphate, the
Islamic State of Iraq and the Levant formed itshatities trying to establish itself as soon as
possible as the state. The successes on the fidldraelty method of operation influenced
that the Islamic State of Iraq and the Levant seecome crucial actor in the conflict in this
region. In 2014, the Islamic State of Irag andltBeant changed its name to the Islamic state.
Changing the name of the organization which ejefrtad the name geographical destination,
may indicate a further, long-term aspirations ofinSterms of the spread of ideology and
influence outside the Middle East region. The grgyvpower of Islamic State and their
actions become a threat not only to countries m rgion, but also to their historical,
civilization and cultural heritage (Saftt015). Unscrupulousness of action goes to physical
destroy all traces that indicate the historicakeenice and development of anything that does
not belong to “original” Islamic civilization. Thbest example of this are destroyed ancient
monuments in the city of Palmyra in Syria (Beta£01

Considering the general security situation in thgion and the conflict in Syria,
inevitably the question arises, what impact infleesh on the formation and development of
the Islamic state. In response to this questionbmdigs the answer how to fight it. To be able
to understand the origin and development of ISsinecessary to perceive problems in
multiple levels of analysis. However, the main gogdprinciple in finding the answers to this
problematic question is finding the answers to ¢uestion that has an interest such an
organization arises, exists and acts in a mannathwaccording to many, is unprecedented in
human history.
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The genesis of | lamic State

The first level in an attempt to define the causkthe genesis and development of
IS is a reference to the historical, religious anttural factors. The Middle East is a region
that historically has been the target of numerauasions. Certainly the most significant ones
were crusades wars whose actual objectives diftgrifcantly from the original goals of
struggle for liberation of Holy land. The essent¢éhese campaigns was the conquest of new
territories, the expansion of the European coustioethe east and the spread of Christianity
in the East. These historical events have influénttee deepening animosity between
Christians and Muslims, who, to a lesser or greex¢éent, are still present today. During the
expansion of colonial rule, region of the MiddlesEaas under the protectorate of France and
England which inevitably caused great dissatisbactf the local population, who were, in
the vast majority, the Islamic religion. Exploitagi relationship and stifling any attempt of
building and creating national identity of the pkopf the Middle East could have a
significant impact on creating a sense of resentragd dissatisfaction of the local Muslim
population for the colonial authorities. Rejectiaf the cultural characteristics and
peculiarities, as well as efforts to establish & peo-Western cultural model by the colonial
powers and the Christian world were further affdategatively on the local population. That
situation became good ground for development ofeexst movements and groups in the
local population whose action goal was liberatianf the colonial rule. Whereas the colonial
powers used the religion in order to win the loyaif local residents. The conflicts in the
region in recent history (the Arab-Israeli warss thar between Iraq and Iran, the First and
Second Gulf War) had a significant impact on thdtucal peculiarities and social
development of the population, especially the yaurggneration. Some of those people were
born and raised during the conflicts, fighting foere survival and often with a sense of
oppression, distress and hopelessness. Growingnufhis kind of social climate and
environmental realities can be twofold impact omryg people. First, when the way to better
future cannot be seen, answers can be found igioeland God, and secondly, when these
people form a specific complex of values. This ealeharacterized by fighting spirit, strict
respect for national peculiarities and faith, asgeof national pride and desire for revenge,
aversion and ruthlessness of the enemy, the atlisrvive, but also for giving own life for
the overall objective. A significant part of therrizer children and young people are now in
the ranks of the Islamic State because it offeygeh@a sense of security and confidence to
stand up for the right thing. The division of Mus$ on the Shiites and Sunnis, as well as the
presence of a large number of ethnic and religgnasips in the Middle East, historically
conditioned developments in two directions. Thetfis striving to achieve dominance and
complete domination over Shiites in the region lsat {Sunni Islam becomes the only, and
therefore one ruler - caliph. The second direci®othe effort that the region " cleansed " of
unbelievers. In this sense, one of the causesedfitan be a political struggle for wealth and
power. (Perce 2015) Of course, this cause candwerty hidden in the ideology. A possible
argument for this approach can be a separationldDafeda and the IS even though the
declared goals in the long run, are very simildre Bnswer lies in the fact that the ruler can
be only one. Another aspect of comprehending thisesaof the emergence and development
of Islamic State are the interests of the regiqgpmbers in the Middle East - Saudi Arabia,
Iran, Turkey and Israel. The nature of interesteegfonal powers in this area is very complex
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and also very important for this work. They areemtoven and mutually dependent on a
significant extent that has historically conditidrt@eir changes which, almost as a rule, affect
the setting of the game and the rules of safetigaérregion. In considering the possible impact
of regional powers in the formation of IS it is eesary to consider the interests of each of the
countries and the relationship with other countimethe region. The Islamic Republic of Iran
is a country with growing influence in the regiondaaspires to become a leading regional
power. The state that was the sworn enemy of theetliStates in the Middle East, nowadays
Iran stands with USA together in a fight againstB8cause of the open hostility to IS as a
terrorist organization, Iran and United States waeetically placed on the same side which
was unthinkable. According to Mr. Osman Softic, @fighe major reasons of origin IS are
conflict of interests between Iran and Saudi AraBieo-Iranian regime in Baghdad and the
official Tehran believe that by financing the extist Sunni organizations in Iraq and Syria,
Saudi Arabia directly influenced the occurrencéSifand later its expansion. The explanation
for this stance, the author sees in Saudi Aral@iadéthe growing influence of Iran. Merits of
this fear are that Iran can exert influence on3héte population that inhabited the east of
Saudi Arabia, which are contrary to its intere¢i$ie most important resources of oil are
located in the east part of Saudi Arabia) Iranfai@mce as a regional power are becoming
increasingly important and they go in the favothaf fact that the United States are gradually
redefining geostrategic interests in the MiddletEasl focus more to the geospatial Pacific
region. In this context, the IS and its action iaréhe interest of Saudi Arabia, and the goal is
to weaken the influence of Iran in the region. Mily intervention in Iraq by the United
States could not bring the desired results, whigdrewreflected in the overthrow of the
Saddam Hussein regime and establish a democratezrgoent that will introduce the overall
reform of Iraqgi society into an era of prosperityie essence of the failure was series of false
assumptions, and one of them, and perhaps cru@glecting the cultural and social
peculiarities and differences between the two izailons. After the overthrow of Saddam
Hussein and his execution, the US faced a seripsoblems that simply could not be solved
through military force. Faced with a kind of stake the US withdrew its troops from Iraq,
but the question is what they left behind. Theytleé new Shiite-led government, unprepared
and poorly organized Iraqi military and fairly widkope for influence Iranian interest
because for Iran certainly fit Shiite elite to heddraq. The Iragi government was led by
Prime Minister Maliki, who was settled on the fuoatwith approve of USA and Iran after
withdraw of American soldiers from Irag. Insteadedrning a lesson from the recent history,
and embarked the path of national reconciliationm® Minister made a mistakes by
supporting riots which caused Irag enormous damage.

They start firing from the state institutions Surofficers, as well as prominent
people of the Sunni cultural and religious eliteatiNally, this action provoked negative
reactions. The reactions were reflected in thesimsing dissatisfaction and a sense of hostility
of the Sunni population to the country and to hgbpulation. Such security situation was
fertile ground for awakening and organization ohfuextremists because it is natural to
respond to oppression with force. Given the abowe, of the causes of action and IS can be
found in the unwillingness of the newly formed lragvernment to overcome the ghosts of
the past and to led society to prosperity builegbality for all regardless of their religion or
background. Due to reinforcement of military un$, leadership accepted large number of
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officers of the former Iragi army (during the reigh Saddam Hussein). This brought even
greater support from the Sunni tribes and figh{Resdosavljevic 2014).

The moment that refers to the influence of Irani@erests in the area of Iraq after
the withdrawal of the United States has anothemetation significant from the point of
origin of the Islamic State (Softi2014). Although the United States and Iran havethe
first look, the same interest to support Maliki gavment, the United States do not find
welcome the Iranian aspiration to become a leackggnal power. This opinion of the US is
supported by its allies in the region, Israel aadid® Arabia. The emergence of IS, therefore,
could be the common interest of Israel and Saudibiar because it directly affects the
weakening of Iran, which is hostile to Israel, amdich Saudi Arabia see as competitive
force. On the complexity of the interests of thgioaal powers in the Middle East affects also
Israel, the only non-Arab country of the Levangrsficant forces that sided with the regular
forces in Syria are pro-lranian Hezbollah organaratvhich operates in Lebanon. It is a well-
organized, political-military organization thatose of the main actors on the political scene
and affect on the security of Lebanon and the regie a whole. Bearing in mind the
traditional hostility toward Israel, Hezbollah helfor "extended hand" of Iran in achieving
interests in the region. How much Hezbollah is pdweystem and how much it is a thorn in
the eye of Israel, says the fact that in the laest @f Israel and Lebanon in 2006, Hezbollah
has shown that it is an equal player on the battefand that can stop one of the most
organized and most experienced armies in combaingrhe outcome of this conflict was
further strengthened of Hezbollah's position onbktical scene and security of the region
and indirectly influenced the increase of poweiran. The territory held by the IS in Syria
and Iraq is an obstacle for regional connectivityran in Lebanon, and Hezbollah, which is
not in a favor for Israel. This would lead to a e in the current balance of power in the
region and the change in the nature of securitgatisrto Israel (Softic 2014). In addition,
Israel has benefited from the IS and the fact thete is a reality that refers to the possible
disintegration of Iraq and the creation of sevesaaller, weaker militarily sensitive and
influential state. One of those states would prophb Kurdistan. The Israeli attitude toward
the Kurds has the characteristics of “friendshipi’ $everal reasons. The fact that Israel and
the Kurdish community have a common enemy - Turkegnd that over two hundred
thousand Jews from Kurdistan lives in Israel idanor of the previous claims. Israel buys
significant amount of oil from Kurdistan. In adaditi, Israel is in favor of weakening pro-
Iranian regime in Baghdad. This situation corregjsoto Israeli interests because they can
easily affect the destabilization of Turkey andesston of Kurds.

Analyzing the possible causes from the perspedivihe interests of the regional
powers, it is impossible to bypass Turkey, a coutitat is a bridge between Europe and Asia
and has a significant impact on the security sibman the region. When it comes to Turkey's
interests in the region, it is necessary to starhfa few facts. Through Turkey pass important
pipelines which transport oil from Iraq and SywaTlturkey and further to European countries.
Through these pipelines, according to availablermation, transports oil exploiting by the
IS and sell to Turkey at significantly lower pridésin on the market (Kyriakou 2015). Part of
the pipeline was built during the conflicts in Iragd Syria by members of the IS, and their
route runs mostly through Kurdistan. According tdoamer member of the US Central
Intelligence Agency (CIA), and now a member of thenate for Foreign Relations John
Kyriakou, an autonomous area of Kurdistan allowezldonstruction of an oil pipeline across
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their territories, with appropriate “tax”. Accord@jrto his data, IS annually earns more than
five hundred million dollars from the trade of @fhnsported by secret pipelines. It is not
difficult to conclude that there is a significamdncial benefit for both Kurdistan and Turkey
(Israel 2014). In this case, we can glimpse thepdenity of the security situation in the
Middle East. Kurdistan and Turkey, although nogood terms because of the problems of
Kurds in Turkey, the economic calculation is sitlead of all other interests. Bearing in mind
the tensions with the Kurdish minority and the fdwt it was the Kurds who are one of the
most prominent opponents to IS on the field, direct Turkey's interest for IS to exists and
function.

In a view of these facts indicates that IS “coopesawith Kurdistan in one hand,
while in the other wage war against Kurdish unit¢he field, the question is what is the role
of the regional government of Kurdistan. Accorditoy Mr. Softic, IS has come to the
government of Kurdistan as a salvation. During toaflict in Iraq, the Kurdish military
formations, known as Peshmerga came into possestgignificant territory around the city
of Kirkuk, which Kurds do not intend to return teetregime in Baghdad (in this region is 1/3
of the Iragi oil reserves). In addition, this dey@hent is supported by the undertaking the
activities of Kurdish leaders aimed at the idedooiming their own state on the territory of
Irag. One of the Turkish interest for the developtrend further action of IS on the ground
can be a migrant crisis caused by the conflictSyna and Iraq. Over the territory of Turkey
goes the main corridor through which migrants mtav&urope. Since the beginning of the
migrant crisis in parts of Turkey where they foaliseception centers, increased the prices of
food, housing, transportation and clothing. It sireated that Turkey because of these
microeconomic changes caused by a migration casisa daily basis earns a significant
amount of money. In addition, Turkey from the Ewgap Union received about four billion
Euros for solving problems with immigrants. Accarglito estimates, only one quarter of the
amount was spent for this purpose. Given the alibean be concluded that Turkey, directly
or indirectly could influence the onset, developtreamd operation of the Islamic state.

The third level of problem analysis refers to sindythe possible impact of global
forces on the formation and development of Islacoigntries, principally the United States.

The United States faced big problems in engagingaiqn. The main problem lies in
the fact that they failed to solve the crisis omlith military force. Under pressure from
domestic public and possible strategies to avdlohfginto even greater problems, the US has
withdrawn from Iraq, leaving the regime of Primenidter Maliki to independently lead the
country. The newly formed Iraqgi government, despie fact that it came to power thanks to
the US, refused to sign the agreement which provide the retention of significant US
military resources in Iraq. Some analysts see is ffict one of the reasons why the US
administration rather quietly reacted to the emecgeand development of the Islamic state.
US policy which favored Shiite population had a aigége impact on the relations between
Shiites and Sunni, so that a significant percentaigéhe Sunni population greeted IS as
liberators. One of the interests that the Unitedtest could have on the Middle East, the
disintegration of Iraq and the establishment ofesalvsmaller countries. There is possible
strategy of a US for the partition of Iraq in theea of Baghdad, Mosul and Basra as it was
during the Ottoman Empire (Softic 2014). Assumihg tis true, the United States had a
motive to facilitate the formation and developmehthe IS. One of the significant factors
that contributed to the strengthening of IS haslsmeme kind of erroneous calculations of the
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US when it comes to the functioning of these orgainons against the regime of Bashar al-
Assad in Syria. In the initial period of conflid§ was one of the greatest enemies of the
Assad regime, and in this development correspontddtie interests of the United States.
Strengthening the IS and incompatibility of intésewith the Syrian opposition caused the
complexity of the situation. The Islamic State beganflict in Syria for their goals without
taking into account the interests of the oppositidahthe same time there was an unusual
situation that the US and the official Syrian auities have a common enemy who occupies
an important role in a conflict that has becomeiaccete threat to those who have sought to
take advantage of its geopolitical goals (Radossaidj 2014). An important aspect of the
study of possible causes of the emergence andapaueht of Islamic State is one of the most
severe consequences of the conflict in the MiddistEThat is a huge exodus of people and
their departure in European Union countries, eglgdo Germany. Even before conflicts in
Syria and Iraqg, there were wars in the Middle East various crises, but never before did not
happened a similar situation with the departuréhefpopulation from these areas to Europe
in such numbers. Whether it was coincidence or toig will tell, but here is set forth a
hypothetical reference to this problem trying toect to the problematic questions of this
study. The European Union from the beginning ofrthgrant crisis was facing a number of
problems and lack of efficiency and collective demm-making. The impossibility of defining

a common policy and a joint approach, European gat a derisive nickname “economic
giant and a political dwarf’. Regarding the segyritame out disunity, unwillingness and
inadequacy of the European Union to tackle the Iprobof upcoming migrants. United
States, regardless of their partnership with theogean Union, see it as one of the main
competitors when it comes to economic dominandkerworld. Individually, the countries of
the European Union, except to some extent Gernaamyhardly compete with the US on any
issue, but strong and united European Union isargyta player to be respected. Germany, in
the long term may face security challenges whichgomigrants, principally terrorism. This
situation might potentially weak Germany. Is it,tins case, that United States needed in the
Middle East force capable to mobilize millions oégple and direct them to Europe,
principally to Germany? If so, then this can algocdonsidered as one of the possible causes
that led to the creation of the Islamic state.

When examining the possible interests of the Unisates for the creation and
existence of IS it is important to note the fadttRussia and Syria have signed a contract
worth more than four billion dollars in the defensdustry, which aims to further modernize
the Syrian army (Jagadi2014).
